You must be a member in good standing and submit a
letter of introduction (100 words or less) to: Nomination Committee, c/o LVECU,
3720 Hamilton Blvd., Allentown PA 18103. The deadline for receiving nominations
is November 30, 2023. Ballots and biographies will be mailed (if necessary) to all
members ages 18 and over after the close of nominations.

By resolution of the Board of Directors, incumbent directors will be automatically
re-nominated, provided they wish to run. The Nominating Committee may
nominate one additional person for each position. Anyone not nominated by the
committee may have his/her name added to the ballot by submitting a nominating
petition with the signatures of 25 LVECU members. Petitions are available upon
request. Nominees must be members in good standing as defined by the credit
union bylaws.
